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For this 26th edition, Picto Foundation continues to focus on emerging artists and 

completes the Picto Fashion Photography Award with a new endowment designed to 

accompany a young artist on the market.

Since 1998, the Grand Prix Picto de la Photographie de Mode has been discovering new 

talent by rewarding a style that contributes to photographic creation in the service of 

fashion and luxury: the originality of the artistic signature and the inspiration inspired by 

the series will be the assets highlighted by this historic endowment, supported by Leica.

The le19M de la Photographie des Métiers d’Art endowment identifies a photographer 

who is capable of developing original creative proposals around the Fashion Art Crafts: 

aesthetic approach, personal universe and sensitivity will determine the winner, who will 

collaborate with one of the resident houses of le19M, a site conceived and designed by 

Maison CHANEL, dedicated to the creation and transmission of Fashion and Décoration 

crafts.

The Filippo Roversi endowment rewards the originality of the technical know-how of an 

artist whose visual creation is based on the use of original processes or devices: know-

how, technical processes, composition and light will be the major characteristics of the 

work highlighted. The prize is awarded by photographer Paolo Roversi, who will share a 

portfolio reading and a signed print with the laureate. 

This year, we are delighted to launch the LGA Management / JANVIER endowment, in 

collaboration with the LGA Management Agency and the JANVIER Digital Photo Lab, 

which rewards a visual talent whose photography and artistic direction applied to the 

world of beauty, still life or luxury are part of a cross-disciplinary approach to media (print 

and digital, motion design and video).

The 

award revealed talented photographers with an international career: Louis Decamps 

(Laureate 1998), Sofia & Mauro (Laureates 2002), Marjolijn de Groot (Laureate 2003) 

or Kourtney Roy (Speciale attention 2007).

The Picto Fashion Photography Award has evolved rapidly, thanks to its partners 

and to the jury each year renewed in the world of fashion, luxury, advertising, art and 

photography. In 2013, the prize becomes international and includes winners from all 

over the world, like Alice Pavesi Fiori (Italy) - Special attention 2013, Ting Ting Wang 

(China) - laureate 2013, Charlotte Abramow (Belgium) - laureate 2014, Chiron Duong 

(Vietnam) - laureate 2020 of the Grand Prix Picto de la Photographie de Mode, Lucie 

Khahoutian (Armenia) - or Natalia Evelyn Bencicova (Slovakia) - laureates 2020 and 

2021 of the dotation le19M de la Photographie des Métiers d’Art. 

In 2017, the Picto Fashion Photography Award welcomed a new prestigious partner, 

the Palais Galliera, Musée de la Mode de Paris. Since 2020, le19M, which brings 

together the fashion crafts of the CHANEL fashion houses, and the photographer 

Paolo Roversi, have been awarding two prestigious prizes. 

In 2024, the LGA Management Agency and the JANVIER laboratory joined the Picto 

Fashion Photography Award for professional and artistic support. Today, 4 prizes 

are awarded, with the constant aim of being as close as possible to the new talents 

associated with the fashion sector and the challenges facing their activity.
